Please discuss your expenses
with Cathy Roberson before spending any personal funds. Special procedures must be followed in order for you
to be reimbursed.

Submission Deadline: Check E-mail news or the Psychology Department website for the semester deadline.
Applications submitted after the deadline may not be considered.

SUBMIT the completed application to Colleen Moynihan (Miller Hall 1122) after you have received your appropriate
supervisor's signature on the project for which the funds are requested.

If your plans change and funding is not needed (e.g, you do not attend the conference), you must notify the Head of the
Psychology Department immediately so that funding can be made available for other projects.
